You will revisit MONOPRINTING.

MONOPRINT PROCESS

Monoprinting is a form of printmaking made from a block
that can be reprinted. Unlike other forms of printmaking
mono print uses a shape, line or image made into the block
that can only be printed using one colour. However, in many
cases the artwork has an element of change because the
artist will use the mono block to print in one colour and
then rework/add more etching to the block and print again.
This means the original print cannot be printed again.

How to make a monoprint

Roll cut ink evenly onto a
smoath, washable surface using
a reller, You can roll it an
the table if it is swcoth, or a
piece of acelate,

Lay a sheet of newspaper on top
of the ink, 2dd light pressure
with the palnm af your hand,
then remave ta take asay the
excess ink.

Apply  poper, face domn,
directly to the irced surface
and tape a piece of paper with
the inage you would like to
trace onto the back of the
picce of paper whilst it is in
pasition. You can alse add a
plain piece of paper here if
